Share Award Scheme (“Scheme”). These amendments include extending the term of the
Scheme and the Trust Deed from 13 September 2020 to 31 December 2025 to enable the
Company to continue granting Awards under the Scheme as an incentive to attract and retain
employees for the Group’s development, and provisions to permit vesting of shares in the
employees who suffer from permanent disability or who qualify as Good Leavers.

The approved amendments to the Scheme Rules and the Trust Deed take effect on 17 June 2015.
