SHENZHEN-HONG KONG STOCK CONNECT  
 

Reference is made to the announcements of Hong Kong Exchanges and Clearing Limited (“HKEX”) 
dated 16 August 2016 and 11 October 2016 (“Announcements”) in relation to the establishment of 
Shenzhen-Hong Kong Stock Connect.
